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REPORTING FIGHTING IN NISOA REGION VI
It is the responsibility of the game referee to report all fighting immediately after the Game.

1. The Referee with help from the Assistant Officials (AR's and Alt) shall complete the "NISOA - NSCAA SUPPLEMENTAL REFEREE REPORT FOR EJECTIONS ONLY" immediately following the conclusion of the game.

2. In the case of  "FIGHTING" the Game Referee shall fax or phone the report immediately (in Region VI = within 2 hours after the end of the game) to the Region VI, Regional Representative:  Willis King, Jr. 25 Sweet Briar Road, Greenville, SC 29615. Phone: 864-244-6302
